In the current standard terms and definitions are used in accordance with the laws
of the Republic of Kazakhstan “On Education”, “On technical regulation”.

In addition to them in the current standards the following definitions are estab-
lished:

3.1 Accreditation of educational organization - the accrediting body’s recognition
procedure of compliance of educational services to the established accreditation stan-
dards in order to provide objective information about their quality.

3.2 Audit - systematic independent documented process for obtaining audit certifi-
cate (checking) and objective assessment in order to establish the degree of compli-
ance with agreed criteria.

3.3 Interested parties - circle of individuals and legal entities directly or indirectly
related to the education organization, and interested in, or may potentially be inter-
ested in the education organization, in particular, pupils, teachers, employees, parents
(or guardians) of pupils, local government bodies, the Ministry of Education and Sci-
ence of the Republic of Kazakhstan, employers, entrants, other Kazakhstan and foreign
organizations of education.

3.4 Institutional accreditation - accreditation of education institution in general.

3.5 Institutionalization of purposes, objectives and mechanisms of education in-
stitutions management - purposes, objectives and mechanisms of the education insti-
tution, which formally approved and indeed constantly applied and practiced in vari-
ous ways in various activities so that they impact on the organization as a whole and
all its employees.

3.6 Final control - assessment of the pupils’ knowledge during the interim attesta-
tion (examination session).

3.7 Education Quality - compliance of knowledge level of pupils and graduates
planned by study results.

3.8 Educational Services Marketing - type of education institution activity directed
on the research of satisfaction needs and consumer demands, qualified to orient the
production of educational services for individuals training capable of successful life in
society, and further study.

3.9 International educational program - educational program recognized and im-
plemented in foreign countries, used by the Kazakh education institution.

3.10 Educational Services Monitoring - collection and analysis of data on the pro-
cesses and procedures of the educational activity.

3.11 Educational program - educational program of primary and general secondary
education.

3.12 Post-accreditation monitoring of schools — monitoring the implementation
of the IAAR requirements presented in these standards (points 7-14), carried out from
the Accreditation Council’s decision on accreditation till the end of the decision.

3.13 Customer - a person or organization that receives a product or service (pupils,
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their parents, employers, government).

3.14 Procedure - an established way of carrying out a process or activity.

3.15 Productivity - the implementation degree of planned activities and achieve-
ments of planned results.

3.16 Quality System - the set of departments and officials in the organization that
perform certain functions of quality management in accordance with established rules
and accepted methods.

3.17 Country of the origin of the educational program and / or the education
institution - in the case of education institutions implementing international educa-
tional programs that have been elaborated in a foreign country, the country of origin
is the country where the implemented educational program developed, or the country
where the head organization registered, and the branch - a local organization/educa-
tion institution works according to its norms.

3.18 Customer satisfaction - consumers’ perception of the implementation extent
of their requirements.

3.19 Administrative documentation - documentation for planning, process man-
agement, application of different procedures, the provisions of subdivisions, job de-
scriptions.

3.20 Curriculum - the document developed by the school according to specifics of
realized international educational programs, defining structure of subjects, their study
sequence and total amount, and also the maximum weekly pupils’ workload, taking
into account education level on classes.

3.21 Efficiency - the ratio between the results achieved and the resources used.

4. Notations and abbreviations

In the current standard abbreviations are used in accordance with the laws of the
Republic of Kazakhstan “On Education”, “On technical regulation”.

In the current standards the following notations and abbreviations are used:

SCES — state compulsory education standard;

IAAR - Independent Agency for Accreditation and Rating.
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5. Procedure for carrying out the institutional accreditation

5.1 The educational organization submits for institutional accreditation with a copy
of state license and license supplements that ensure right of conduct of educational
activity and a brief description of activity.

5.2 The IAAR and the school make a decision on the beginning of procedure of
institutional accreditation by conclusion of agreement between the Agency and the
educational organization about conducting of institutional accreditation.

5.3 The school administration and the IAAR organize training seminars to explain
the criteria and procedures for institutional accreditation on theory, method and tech-
nology for the internal school experts.

5.4 The educational organization carries out self-evaluation according to the IAAR
requirements (points 7-14) and submits a self-evaluation report (in Kazakh, Russian
and English languages) to the IAAR in the electronic version and 7 copies in paper form
for each language.

5.5 The Director of the IAAR forms the expert group to carry out audit of the educa-
tional organization. The expert group consists of not less than 5 experts, including the
representatives of the academic community, the general education organizations, the
representatives of graduates and international experts.

5.6 Based on the self-evaluation report of educational organization the IAAR de-
velops guidelines on the need to improve the self-evaluation materials, or decides to
carry out the external expert assurance. The IAAR reserves the right to refuse the ac-
creditation due to inconsistency in the assessment criteria or other reasons.

5.7 The Chairman of the expert group and the IAAR coordinate the site visit and the
experts’ work plan with the school administration.

5.8 The site visit lasts 2-4 days. At the end the expert group prepares the detailed
report on the school assessment as the basis for the decision-making of the Accredita-
tion Council.

5.9 In case of positive decision the IAAR sends the Certificate on institutional ac-
creditation signed by the Director of the IAAR with indication of validity period. Fur-
ther, the decision on the accreditation of the school is sent to the Ministry of Education
and Science of the Republic of Kazakhstan for inclusion to the National Register 2 and
put on the website of the IAAR.

5.10 The Accreditation Council defines the terms of the Certificate on accreditation
as from 1 to 5 year.

6. Following procedures

6.1 In case of failure to meet the IAAR requirements to the educational organiza-
tion, the Accreditation Council may adopt the following resolutions:

- to suspend the accreditation,

- to revoke the accreditation of the school by exception from the list of National
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Register 2. It may result in revocation of all previously achieved results of accreditation,
and obligation to pass all phases of re-accreditation in case of the next accreditation.
6.2 Post-accreditation monitoring of the school activity is carried out by reporting:

6.3 The preliminary report of the school contains information on implementation
of recommendations of the expert group, Accreditation Council of the IAAR, and also
information on the changes at school, in the context of standards (points 7-14).

6.4 The order of post-accreditation monitoring is defined in the Standard “Post-
accreditation monitoring”.

7. Standard No. 1 -Efficiency of leadership and management
7. 1 General provisions

7.1.1 The activity of the school is defined by its Charter, and School development
plan and other normative documents.

7.1.2. International educational programs implemented in the school should be
known and recognized by the international educational area.

7.1.3 Assessment of this standard is carried out on the basis of:

7.1.3.1 analysis of the school development plan operating, and monitoring its im-
plementation;

7.1.3.2 analysis of the mechanism of formation and revision of internal regulation
documents that define the school activity;

7.1.3.3 analysis of information resources and processes of information dissemina-
tion about the school activity and realization of the school development plan;

7.1.3.4 analysis of the resource provision mechanism and organizational structure
implementing efficiency of management;

7.1.3.5 analysis of professional qualifications of the school administration and divi-
sion of duties;

7.1.3.6 analysis of internal and external environment, and the market analysis and
their influence on the school activity;

7.1.3.7 analysis of information resources, the material and technical base of the
school;

7.1.3.8 interviews, questionnaires of teaching staff, employees, pupils, and gradu-
ates of the school, and other interested parties.
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7.2 Assessment Criteria

7.2.1 The school management is carried out through clear institutionalized pur-
poses and objectives, set in the school development plan, which reflected on educa-
tion quality and its continuous development (primarily through feedback from pupils,
parents (guardians), staff, and visitors), consideration of the pupils’ individual features
and abilities, positive relationships in the school environment, ensuring a high level of
living conditions and safe stay and activity at school.

7.2.2 Purposes and objectives should be based on stable, exhaustive quantitative
and qualitative analysis of internal environment of the school (first of all, academic
achievement, pupils’ safety, school environment), external environment (for example,
changes in legislation regarding the conduction of educational activity) and the satis-
faction level of the needs of educational process (for example, the analysis of quantity,
quality and equipment of classrooms according to educational program of the school,
amount of pupils, objectives of educational process and the specific needs of indi-
vidual pupils).

7.2.3 The school management is carried out through special institutionalized mech-
anisms that aim to achieve the greatest effectiveness in purposes and objectives of the
school.

7.2.4 Purpose, objectives and mechanisms of school management must be formal-
ly approved, should be regularly reviewed by the interested parties.

7.2.5 The school management should have a clear view of potential risks, chal-
lenges, strengths, which may soon take place, as well as the strengths and weaknesses
of the school to provide alternative plans in case of risk or difficulties.

7.2.6 The school management should closely monitor the timely implementation
of all decisions and resolutions by staff and pupils, and establish monitoring mecha-
nism of the implementation of decisions and decision-making procedure in the case of
its late or inaccurate execution, and conduct regular measurement of the implementa-
tion effectiveness of decisions of the school management and work of the monitoring
system.

7.2.7 The important factor is to take account views of interested parties (employ-
ers, teaching staff, and pupils) in making-decisions.

7.2.8 The school should establish frequency, forms and methods of its self-evalua-
tion, including activity of structural units and collective bodies.

7.2.9 The school should pay attention to bullying, protect pupils’ health, safety,
good behaviour.

7.2.10 The school should have working and actively implemented in practice activi-
ties related to the prevention of crime, child protection, their health, safety, promoting
good behaviour and disciplinary measures in the case of problems.

7.2.11 School policies should be written in detail - particularly, specify the steps to
ensure pupils’ safety during the events outside the school. There must be an official
for each policy who responsible for its implementation - for example, the disciplinary
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committee of the school; monitoring the execution of the provisions of these policies
and clarifying how effectively policies are implemented — for example, the registry of
awards and disciplinary infractions; compliance of requirements to ensure the health
of pupils and staff, as well as regulations on fire safety with the legislation of the Re-
public of Kazakhstan — for example, recommendations or comments regarding health
protection and fire safety from local control authorities; measures to ensure that pu-
pils and staff receive first aid at school - for example, how many employees who can
competently provide first aid at school?

7.2.12 The school must regularly analyse the risks associated with the threat to
health, safety and welfare of pupils and school staff - among others it could mean sta-
tistical analysis, exercises, analysis of the outside threats (epidemic), analysis of equip-
ment wear, which provides fire safety and purification of water, air, etc.

7.2.13 The school has a clear, formal and accessible to all pupils Code of Conduct
or set of rules, the implementation of which is tracked by staff. In the case of pupil mis-
behaviour, on the contrary, of systematic proper behaviour, the school should have an
appropriate procedure and the authority implementing this procedure, to record this
information in specialized school registries (e.g., a book of disciplinary violations and
rewards). The school must also have procedure informing the administration responsi-
ble for these issues about violating rules or brilliant performance.

7.2.14 The school must show evidence of transparency and accessibility of the
school management and administration for pupils, teaching staff, parents (weblogs on
the website of educational organization, official visiting hours on personal matters, e-
mail communication, etc.).

7.2.15 The school must have communication channel which everyone may use to
make innovative suggestions for improvement of the school operating. The school
must demonstrate examples of the proposals analysis and implementation of such
proposals.
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8. Standard No. 2 — Educational programs
8.1 General provisions

8.1.1 The realization of educational program is aimed at building pupils’ education
corresponding to planned learning outcomes provided by relevant international edu-
cational program.

8.1.2 The school must define its own requirements for the implementation of in-
ternational educational program taking into account Kazakhstan characteristics and
cultural traditions.

8.1.3 Educational programs provide the development of individual learning paths
considering the personal needs and abilities of pupils.

8.1.4 Quality assessment of educational programs is based on:

8.1.4.1 analysis of curricula, course schedule, internal regulations governing the
implementation of educational programs;

8.1.4.2 analysis of methods of teaching and organization of individual cognitive ac-
tivity of a pupil;

8.1.4.3 interviews and surveys of pupils, teachers and interested parties;

8.1.4.4 results of visits to classrooms and extracurricular activities at school;

8.1.4.5 review of methodology and observation results of assessment of pupils’
knowledge.

8.2 Assessment Criteria

8.2.1 The school should have the policy on curriculum which reflects the principles
and mechanisms of the curriculum creation, the control of its implementation and
regular review based on results of the monitoring.

8.2.2 The school must include into the curriculum subjects, reflecting Kazakhstan
content. Additionally there can be thought subjects associated with such general top-
ics as study of the native and foreign languages, mathematics, natural science, engi-
neering, social sciences, physical, musical training.

8.2.3 When planning the curriculum the school should have a clear scheme about
different age group pupils whom certain knowledge and skills available or not available
for, as well as teaching methods.

8.2.4 The curriculum must clearly distinguish the proportion of theoretical and
practical activities within individual subjects.

8.2.5 Within each discipline the curriculum must include measures, action to sup-
port pupils with difficulties in learning.

8.2.6 The curriculum should include the criteria for pupils from different years of
study and mechanism of pupils’ progress from one year of study (age group) to an-
other.
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8.2.7 The curriculum should include the skills necessary for pupils in adult life -
communication, social, and behavioural skills, commitment, and leadership skills.

8.2.8 The curriculum must contain systemic training of senior pupils (study years)
for admission to higher educational institutions of the Republic of Kazakhstan or the
country of the school origin or for employment.

8.2.9 The school must track achievements of pupils in extracurricular activities and
encourage it.

8.2.10 The school should regularly evaluate the quality of teaching, the educational
process as a whole, recognizing the need for changes and their implementation into
educational programs of the school.

9. Standard No. 3 - Teaching staff and Teaching Efficiency
9.1 General provisions

9.1.1 Personnel policy on teaching staff:

9.1.1.1 defines responsibilities, duties and qualifications;

9.1.1.2 contains measures aimed at the development and training of teachers, ad-
ministration and the school staff;

9.1.1.3 considers possible risks;

9.1.1.4 regulates the organizational and functional structure of the human resource
management and its development, including the system of recruitment;

9.1.1.5 ensures qualifications compliance of teachers with the needs of educational
programs;

9.1.1.6 provides the mechanisms of teachers motivation, adaptation of new teach-
ers and employees, certification and disciplinary action against employees, procedure
of dismissal of employees;

9.1.1.7 contains the principles of ethical behaviour of employees.

9.1.2 Assessment of compliance with criteria of this standard is based on:

9.1.2.1 analysis of documents defining job duties, rights, responsibilities, profes-
sional development and training, motivation system, adaptation, dismissal and other
personnel issues;

9.1.2.2 interviewing teachers, staff and management;

9.1.2.3 information about ethical behaviour, corporate culture.

9.2 Assessment Criteria

9.2.1 The school must conduct systematic review of people who start working, and
regular control of current employees of the school in order of personality identity; no
record of convictions; health in terms of threat to others and ability to work; presence
of work permit to work in the country of the school location, as well as in home country
of employees; qualifications and characteristics of employees in terms of professional
and personal qualities. Full check of the employee must be conducted strictly up to the
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commencement of the employment duties of an employee. Checking of all employees
should be conducted as soon as possible on a regular basis in order to minimize the
risks associated with staff. Checking must be passed by all school staff, including admin-
istration and, where possible, the owners of the school and members of the governing
bodies of the school. If this is not possible there should be given clear reasons for the
lack of verification of management and owners.

9.2.2 The school must have available lists and personal files of all current employ-
ees of the school, and all of the former employees of the general education organiza-
tion, who worked at the school for the past three years. Personnel file should contain
the results of all inspections, reference from management and/or co-workers about
the professional level and personal qualities of the employee, and a full CV.

9.2.3 The school should have the approved set of standards for professional quali-
fications of each employee (including members of the governing bodies of the school),
which should also specify the requirements for the successful passage of comprehen-
sive above-mentioned checking of employees.

9.2.4 The school should monitor the contribution of teaching to the achievement of
educational objectives and learning outcomes.

9.2.5 The school should provide individual approach to each pupil based on his/her
needs and problems.

9.2.6 The school should have a clear set of requirements for teachers of all subjects
working within educational program and systematically check whether the teachers
conform to these qualifications.

9.2.7 The school must provide teachers with the opportunity in periodic profes-
sional development in subjects taught.

9.2.8 The school must demonstrate the involvement of teachers in scientific, me-
thodical and creative work.

9.2.9 The work of every teacher is not only transfer of knowledge and skills, but
also psychological support for pupils, their education within the rules, and the work of
the school is to ensure that these additional roles are performed by all teachers. This
process should include clearly defined roles for each employee and the head of school.

9.2.10 The important factor is attraction of the foreign teachers to educational
process who have experience in the implementation of this international educational
program.
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10. Standard No. 4 — Pupils
10.1 General provisions

10.1.1 The school must demonstrate the policy of the formation of pupils body.

The school determines the order of the formation of the pupils body on the basis
of:

- specific character of educational programs,

- maximum size of the group,

- analysis of the available material and technical, information resources, human
resources.

10.1.2 The school creates environment that contributes to the formation of educa-
tion (including functional literacy) taking into account the individual needs and abilities
of pupils.

10.1.3 The school creates the conditions for the efficient formation of education,
including advice from teachers and psychologists.

10.1.4 Evaluation of this standard is based on:

10.1.4.1 analysis of regulations governing the educational process;

10.1.4.2 analysis of personal files of pupils, registries, orders;

10.1.4.3 observing area of study, including information support of the educational
process;

10.1.4.4 surveying and interviewing pupils.

10.2 Assessment Criteria

10.2.1 The school must determine the mechanism of contingent formation, includ-
ing the admission rules, sending down, and transfer from class to class. Information
should be made available to interested persons and pupils, published and posted on
the Internet resources.

10.2.2 The school must choose and explain the use of methodology for quality eval-
uation of achievements (including functional literacy of pupils).

10.2.3 The evaluation system of knowledge and skills in the school should provide
the examiners ability to test how pupils master not only acquired knowledge but also
skills (i.e. ability to apply knowledge in practice), sense of responsibility and justice,
values of the school, as well as creative approach to problem solving.

10.2.4 The school must have the procedure for knowledge assessment of pupils:
in particular, the procedure for providing limited access to the test and examination
materials during the examination; confidentiality of examination papers of pupils and
their scores; requirements for the classrooms where the examinations are conducted
(for example, laboratories and sports halls), the procedure of bringing to the notice of
pupils about their scores after the examination; procedures and rules for participation
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in the re-examination, as well as the appeal procedure; the code of conduct for pupils
during the exam.

10.2.5 The important fact is procedure of external assessment of learning out-
comes (including functional literacy).

10.2.6 The school should provide all-around, interesting teaching that in spite of
knowledge and skills planned in the educational program also helps pupils learn and
develop their communication skills, creativity, and sense of personal and social respon-
sibility.

10.2.7 The school must provide relative academic scores of all pupils.

10.2.8 The school should systematically compare academic scores with other
schools in the country of residence or with schools with similar curricula in other coun-
tries — it will help understand how effective the school is as a whole. There should
be established clear mechanism showing progress in the context of disciplines, year
groups, and ages. And decision-making process should be based on the results of per-
formance assessment.

10.2.9 The school should monitor the quality of formation of pupils’ personal de-
velopment: mental, moral, social and cultural development of pupils - and the factors
influencing them.

10.2.10 Attending schools should allow pupils to develop their own knowledge (i.e.,
to show continued progress in the quantity and quality of knowledge), self-esteem (un-
derstanding of personal strengths and weaknesses), self-confidence, moral and value
priorities (ability to distinguish right from wrong, have a sense of justice), individual
and social responsibility (purpose in life, contribution to the community), leadership
role (participation in the organization of various events).

10.2.11 The school should implant knowledge and respect for basic human, civil
and political values of the Republic of Kazakhstan, value of democracy, ethnic, reli-
gious, racial and political tolerance, respect for human rights, etc.

11. Standard No. 5 - Communication with parents
11.1 General provisions

11.1.1 The school must demonstrate the policy of communication with parents and
other persons to achieve educational purposes.

11.1.2 Communication should be in the interests of pupils, help effective achieve-
ment of their educational outcomes under international educational program.

11.1.3 Evaluation of this standard is based on:

11.1.3.1 analysis of internal regulations governing the educational process;

11.1.3.2 analysis of personal files of pupils, registries, orders;

11.1.3.3 informative support of the educational process;

11.1.3.4 surveying and interviewing pupils and parents (guardians).
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11.2 Assessment criteria

11.2.1 The school must determine the mechanisms of communication with parents
and guardians, and monitor them.

11.2.2 The school must have constructive relationship with parents (guardians) of
pupils and systematically control these relations.

11.2.3 The school should inform parents (or guardians) about objectives of educa-
tional programs, specificity and conditions of implementation.

11.2.4 The school must have formal organization representing the interests of the
parents (or guardians) of pupils. And they have the power to bring issues to the agenda
of the school, hold meetings, share information about issues in the school, organize
regular meetings with the school management. All these activities should be system-
atic and regular, so to meet the needs of the parents (or guardians) to obtain informa-
tion about the school activity and their children, as well as in terms of being able to
influence the processes in the school.

11.2.5 Parents (guardians) must be given a real opportunity to participate in the life
and work of the school within reasonable limits. Parents (or guardians) should be able
to lodge complaints, petitions, etc. through the organization of the parents (or guard-
ians). The school should have procedure for the resolution of issues raised by parents
(or guardians).

11.2.6 The important factor is the involvement of parents in the school manage-
ment process.

11.2.7 The school must regularly sends parents (guardians) reports on the perfor-
mance and behaviour of pupils, informs about the opportunities and potential risks.

11.2.8 The school must regularly and systematically conducts independent evalua-
tions of its activities through surveys, questionnaires, interviews with parents (guard-
ians) to assess the quality of the school management, organization of educational pro-
cess, evaluation of performance, relationships with parents (guardians), infrastructure,
related services (such as food), and other important aspects. The school takes survey
results under advisement and makes changes in its structure based on these results.

11.2.9 The school must provide information for parents (or guardians) on its web
site, as well as systematically and regularly review how parents (or guardians) are satis-
fied with the quality and quantity of this information.

11.2.10 The school should have structural process for dealing with complaints,
which is transparent, open (freely accessible and understandable by pupils, parents,
school staff) and effective.

11.2.11 The procedure should be clearly described - i.e. to have a clear timeframe
of the complaint, the decision on the complaint; to provide an opportunity to submit
verbal and/or written complaint, to provide recording and tracking complaints; to al-
low parents (guardians) to be at processing of complaints, to provide mechanism for
notification of parents (guardians) about results on complaints; mechanism for long-
term record of complaints and how they were addressed.
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11.2.12 The school must have approved appeal procedure for the decisions of the
complaints. There should be described the policy on the consideration of unsatisfied
complaints by a higher authority, as a part of the school management meetings, (how
the further consideration of the complaint is carried out, how the body considering
complaints repeatedly is formed, how independence / objectivity of the body is en-
sured, who participate in the second procedure - independent experts.

11.2.13. The school must ensure the confidentiality of the complaints and review
process, public decision-making on the basis of the complaint consideration and the
procedure for access to all materials by different individuals.

12. Standard No. 6 — Public information
12.1 General provisions

12.1.1 The school must demonstrate informing the public about the activities of
the school, conditions and characteristics of international educational programs, edu-
cational purposes.

12.1.2 The school should operate on the basis of the principles of transparency,
openness, involvement and awareness of all stakeholders in the school activity, initia-
tive, continuous development and adaptation to changing conditions.

12.1.3 Evaluation of this standard is based on:

12.1.3.1 analysis of internal regulations governing the information flow;

12.1.3.2 analysis of information flows, media, internet resources, etc.

12.2 Assessment criteria

12.2.1 Public awareness should facilitate the dissemination of information about
international experience in the implementation of educational programs.

12.2.2 Providing information to parents (or guardians) and third parties.

12.2.3 The school should have a variety of sources to inform interested parties
(website, call-centre, brochures, etc.), which disseminate information for the following
types of audiences of interested parties:

12.2.3.1 Contact information of employees and of the school management for par-
ents (or guardians) and the public;

12.2.3.2 All of the approved policies, procedures, regulations for the parents (or
guardians) and inspection bodies of the Republic of Kazakhstan;

12.2.3.3 The current school curriculum for the different years groups with the de-
tailed description of the learning process as a whole, topics and time schedule of learn-
ing in the context of different disciplines;

12.2.3.4 Information on specific topics such as support for pupils and families of
pupils with social and economic difficulties, difficulties in mastering the language of
instruction, policies relating to bullying, child protection, health and safety, promoting
good behaviour and disciplinary measures in case of problems with the behaviour.
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12.2.3.5 Information about the progress, behaviour, disciplinary sanctions, rewards
of individual pupils for current and previous years for parents (or guardians) and pupils;

12.2.3.6. Information about qualification and compliance with requirements of
school staff and teachers for parents (or guardians) of pupils and supervisory authori-
ties of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

13. Standard No. 7 - Finance
13.1 General provisions

13.1.1 The school demonstrates the extent of implementation of principles of sus-
tainability, efficiency, effectiveness, priority, transparency, responsibility, delegation of
authority, differentiation and independence of the system of financing.

13.1.2 Assessment of financial stability is based on the analysis of financial state-
ments (balance sheet, statement of income), as well as interviews with employees of
accounting and financial analysis service, heads of departments and stakeholders of
the school.

13.2 Assessment criteria

13.2.1 Financial stability of the organization should be one of the priority strategic
goals of the school.

13.2.2 The school must demonstrate consistency of plans for the development and
management of financial flows.

13.2.3 The school must demonstrate budget planning, availability of short-term
and medium-term plans on the basis of the design approach.

13.2.4 The school management should be provided budgeting mechanism, mecha-
nism of control in conducting of internal financial and accounting operations, security
check of suppliers and sponsors, conducting regular independent external audit and
summarizing the financial year, as well as decision-making based on these results.

13.2.5 The school must demonstrate financial stability and viability.

13.2.6 The school must form alternative development scenarios based on an an-
nual risk assessment.

13.2.7 There should be mechanisms to assess the adequacy of financial support for
various activities, including development plans, implementation of educational pro-
grams, creative activity.

13.2.8 The school should ensure transparency in the allocation of the budget and
its effectiveness.
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14. Standard No. 8 — Material, Technical and Information Resources
14.1 General provisions

14.1.1. Continuous improvement of material, technical and information resources
is a factor of the education quality assurance and guarantee of the sustainable devel-
opment of the school.

14.1.2. The environment in the school, including material, technical and informa-
tion resources should meet its development plan and educational goals, implemented
by international educational programs.

14.1.3 The school creates conditions for scientific, methodological and creative
work of the teachers and pupils.

14.1.4 The school must ensure the formation of comfortable environment for study
and work. Development of appropriate infrastructure must be carried out on the base
of results of the monitoring of infrastructure satisfaction by pupils, teachers, employ-
ees and other interested parties.

14.1.5 Evaluation of the quality of material, technical and information resources is
performed on the basis of:

14.1.5.1 Analysis on adequacy of the library resources (book collection), availability
of high-speed communications, automated information systems, information system
and public relations, laboratory and teaching equipment, software;

14.1.5.2 Inspection of material, technical and information resources of the school,
interviewing and questioning pupils, teachers, parents and other parties concerned.

14.2 Assessment criteria

14.2.1 The main lines of utilities in the school (the supply of electricity, water, gas,
air, drainage, communication lines, and external drainage) must be in excellent work-
ing condition, the repair and inspection of usability should be conducted regularly
and systematically, the school management should have the formalized procedure to
guarantee compliance with the lines of communication in accordance with the school
requirements.

14.2.2 The school should be have an established mechanism for addressing the
risks to life, health and well-being of pupils, as well as the normal activity of the school
as a whole, and its employees in particular: temperature control, water treatment,
immediate repair works to eliminate damage of infrastructure, snow removal and rain-
water, eliminating accidents of communications networks.

14.2.3 The school should be have detailed procedure (for example, special arrange-
ments for the evacuation of pupils from buildings, staff and visitors with special needs),
for evacuation in emergencies. There should be carried out regularly trainings on evac-
uation actions under this procedure.

14.2.4 The school management must provide the conditions for access to the build-
ing and classrooms for staff and visitors with special needs.
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14.2.5 Sanitary and hygiene facilities, facilities for sports activities and cafe shall be
in perfect condition in terms of health and adequacy of their carrying capacity for the
number of pupils, staff and visitors.

14.2.6 The school must present detailed requirements to cater for pupils and school
staff in terms of food safety, minimizing the risks of proliferation of intestinal diseases,
food utility and recreational potential of the proposed meals.

14.2.7 All school rooms must be kept extremely clean.

14.2.8 The school should have specially equipped rooms for leisure time, all sorts
of games and self study.

14.2.9 The buildingshould be owned by the school or belong to school on the basis
of along term lease. The school management must have actual formally approved plan
in case of the need to change premises without compromising the quality of educa-
tion, and other processes.

14.2.10 The building and all parts of the school must comply with all national and
international basic common requirements for the education organization and general
secondary education — particularly, there should be specially equipped rooms for mu-
sic, laboratory work in natural sciences subjects, for sports and cultural activity and
events, all rooms should be equipped with specially designed furniture taking into ac-
count the different needs of different age groups.

14.2.11 The book stock and methodical supply should be corresponded to languag-
es of instruction, the education content, most fully reflecting subjects and the level of
their complexity, provided by the international educational program.

14.2.12 The study environment at the school should include:

14.2.12.1 technical support for pupils and teachers in accordance with the
program(e.g. online-learning, laboratory work, fine arts, etc.) and individual needs (da-
tabases, photo-, music-editing program, etc.);

14.2.12.2 academic accessibility — pupils have access to personalized interactive
resources (available off-hour) as well as educational materials, and opportunity for
self-assessment testing;

14.2.12.3 academic consultation — are held to help pupils in planning and carrying
out international educational program;

14.2.12.4 professional orientation — assisting pupils in professional choice and ca-
reer paths;

14.2.12.5 required number of classrooms technically equipped according to imple-
mented educational program, sanitary regulations;

14.2.12.6 required number of computer classes, reading halls, gyms, multimedia,
music, and scientific and methodical rooms;

14.2.12.7 the book stock, including the fund of educational, methodical and scien-
tific literature on subjects in print and electronic version, periodicals, in the context of
language of instruction;

14.2.12.8 databases of scientific, methodological journals, and their availability;

14.2.12.9 availability of electronic versions of the developed educational materials;

14.2.12.10 free access to online educational resources.
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15. Procedure for amendments to the accreditation standards

15.1 Changes and additions to the current accreditation standard are made in order
to further improvement.

15.2 Amendments to the Standard are carried out by the IAAR.

15.3 In case of the initiation of changes and additions to existing standards by the
educational organizations and other stakeholders, proposals and comments are for-
warded to the IAAR.

15.4 The IAAR carries out an expertise of the received proposals and comments on
their validity and expediency in the prescribed manner.

15.5 Amendments to the existing accreditation standard after their approval are
asserted by the Order of the Director of the IAAR in the new edition with changes orin
a form of booklet-insert to the existing standard.
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
